· North and east side boundary lines need to be repainted.

	Participants: Committee: Eva Gibavic, Julie Collier, Jimmy Grogan, Mary Alice Wilson. At least 2 members were at each of the days listed above. 


	Brief description of route taken (also draw on map): 
Boundary Painting July 23. Eva and Mary Alice started at the meadow opening and went counter clockwise adding metal boundary tags and re-spraying red paint. The paint can ran out just before the meadows on the north side. That last section has not yet been done.

Each of the trail-designing trips included some re-checking of boundaries (to help with trail design) and also exploring the property for special places to include on the trails.


	Describe any man-made alterations (include on map, add photograph or “none observed”):

The white metal structures were put up earlier. That area has not been carefully walked to make sure they are on the neighbor's property. No other issues found.

None observed

	Describe any interactions (on day of site visit or in past year) with landowner or others having use of the land: There have been no meetings with the neighbors this year and we have not had any report from Greg Rawls of conflict with the neighbor about his mowing.

Addition of loop trail and connection to longer trail network.



	List observations, comments, information requests, areas needing discussion or review:
Greg suggested that students at Franklin County Tech might be willing to clear the brush along the stone wall/road. That has not been pursued yet.
The recent opportunity to protect the Jensen property nearby opens up the possibility for additional trail networks, perhaps adding pressure to complete at least the property trail and perhaps the trail to Whitney Road/Rattlesnake Gutter area. A Stewardship Plan for this next year needs to determine the priorities.


	List any needed follow-up:

Complete the boundary marking as part of the 2014 monitoring.

Map stone structures.

When trail work is complete, put up wooden-board signs with maps and information at the Cave Hill entrance and wooden-board signs with maps at other entrances. Those boundaries should also have private property signs going the other way.


	Suggestions for next year’s monitoring team?

Take gps, monitoring map and photographs of corners - some are not very obvious. Protect against poison ivy - it has not been eliminated.
